TRAIN TRAVEL IN THE 1800s: Independent railroad companies allowed 
for travel up and down the Connecticut River valley.
JENNIE’S NEIGHBORS: Gill’s Main Road families—the Clapps, Blakes, 
Conants, and Purples—were an active part of Jennie’s life.
FAMILY TREES: Charts show the connections among Gill’s families.
THE STONEMASONS: Many men quarried and shaped stone in Northfi eld 
and built dams, bridges, monuments, walls and fences, foundations and 
factories throughout Franklin County and beyond using stone block.
